The child communicolgy (based on  a preschooler speech)

The purpose of the thesis is an interdisciplinary approach to the speech of preschool children:

· The communicative approach  - the analysis of transmission and reception of information in the direct contact with another person; the allowance to analyse the way of transmitting and receiving information by children directly involved in the interaction with another person;

· The pragmatic approach – the allowance to clarify the social and situational conditions of the way the language functions as well as the goals the speaker wants to achieve through the use of specific words and phrases.

The material and research methods

The basis of the research is the body of research included in the appendix. It is a material containing statements  of preschool children. The texts were wiretapped and recorded on a digital voice recorder. Then, subjected to a "sound processing"  in order to remove the unwanted noise  or excessively long pauses, that were not relevant to the communication. Some of the texts are the material gathered by the author during classes conducted with students in the field of children's speech and knowledge of linguistic communication.  The texts vary. There are monologues, dialogues and polylogues to be found.

The prepared recordings were transcribed by the author in accordance with the rules of the phonetic and ortographic transcription.

The content of the thesis


The first chapter contains the definition and classifications of interactions that result from the analysis of the collected material.
The second chapter is the analysis and interpretation of children's nonverbal behaviour that  most frequently accompanies verbal utterances or at times acts as autonomous behaviour, which replaces the verbal one.

The third chapter explains the language and communication competence of a preschool child.

The fourth chapter characterises a preschool  speaker as the sender and receiver of a message. On the basis of the gathered material, the social stable and unstable roles , where the child is a participant in a linguistic interaction, are considered.

The fifth chapter examines children's linguistic behaviour in order to describe the characteristics that make children's speech stand out from the crowd.
