The right to individual borrowing is granted to:
1. UMCS employees and UMCS retired;
2. UMCS students and UMCS doctoral students;
3. PhD students of KUL;
4. UMCS postgraduate students;
5. scholarship recipients, trainees and participants of UMCS Polish language courses;
6. academic teachers and students of other universities under the relevant agreements with UMCS;
7. academic teachers of other Lublin universities and retired independent academic staff of these institutions;
8. substantial staff of Lublin scientific institutions: PAN (Polish Academy of Science) institutions, scientific libraries, museums, archives;
9. other readers on the basis of the decision of the Director of the Library after the deposit and payment of the account maintenance fee.
     The fee is determined  by the Pricelist for the services provided in the UMCS Central Library.

Outside the Library you cannot borrow:
1. continuous publishing (periodicals);
2. books from handy collections;
3. encyclopaedias, dictionaries, bibliographies and other information publications;
4. materials constituting a national library resource;
5. books, which are the necessary resources for preparing didactic classes;
6. special collections, except for notes published after 1970;
7. 19th century and 20th century prints published up to the year 1970 inclusively;
8. rare and expensive works and richly illustrated works, with lots of tables and maps;
9. prints in Polish issued abroad;
10. multi-volume publications (in whole or in individual volumes), two- and three-volume academic textbooks and multi-volume publications are borrowed,
       when they are available in the library in more than two copies;
11. books that require binding or maintenance.

1. The right to borrow books outside the Library is acquired by the reader upon receiving the library card.
2. The UMCS Electronic Student ID card acts as a library card, their holders are registered to the Library on the basis of: identity card, current index,
    signed “Declaration of the reader”.
3. The basis for receiving the library card is to sign the “Declaration of the reader” and:
   1. for UMCS employees - ID card;
   2. for UMCS full-time and part-time students - index and ID card;
   3. for students of postgraduate or doctoral UMCS studies - index or listener card and ID card;
   4. for readers not working or studying at UMCS - ID card and current employment certification;
   5. for scholarship recipients, trainees and participants of Polish courses - passport, certificate issued by the respective       secretariat or scientific tutor;
   6. for readers registered on the basis of deposit – ID card and proof of payment deposit, deposit is not subject to interest.
4. The student library card is valid for one academic year and should be renewed at the beginning of each academic year while the library card of the employee
     is valid for one calendar year and should be prolonged at the beginning of the following year.
5. While prolonging the library card, you will need to show the same documents as when you open your library account.
6. The reader’s library card issued on the basis of the deposit is valid for one year from the date of the opening of the account, the renewal fee is required for
      the next year.
7. The library card must be presented each time using the services of the Lending Department.
8. The picking up of ordered books may be effected by the person authorized by the card holder on the basis of a permanent or a temporary authorization.
     Persons authorized to receive books should, upon receiving books, present their identity card and the library card of the holder, using a one-off authorization
      should also present the authorization.
9. The losing of a library card should be reported immediately at the Lending Department  to get a duplicate. Losses due to negligence of this obligation shall
     be charged to the cardholder.
10. Rights to borrow may not be transferred to any other person. The failure to comply with this provision entails the deprivation of your right to use your
       library account.

1. The number of works borrowed per one reader’s account and the maximum borrowing period are the following:
   1. 20 works for 90 or 150 days in case of academic textbooks - for UMCS staff;
   2. 6 works for 90 or 150 days in case of academic textbooks – for UMCS students and postgraduate students;
   3. 8 works for 90 or 150 days in the case of academic textbooks - for UMCS master’s students;
   4. 10 works for 90 or 150 days in case of academic textbooks - for UMCS and KUL doctoral students;
   5. 10 works for 90 or 150 days in the case of academic textbooks - for academic teachers of other Lublin universities;
   6. 3 titles for 30 days - for other authorized readers.
2. The borrowing limits listed in sec. 1 also includes materials borrowed from the free access area. The maximum borrowing period from the free access area
     is 30 days.
3. Specification in §18 sec. 1 refers to works published after 1970.
4. Books published between 1919 and 1970 may be borrowed for a period of 30 days:
   1. by students and librarians of UMCS – 20 works;
   2. by scientific workers of other universities – 10 works.
5. A reader may have one copy of the same issue on his/her account.

In justified cases, the head of the Sharing Collection Department may grant permission to borrow more works.

1. The book rental period can be prolonged unless there are other orders; The prolongation should be made before the deadline.
2. The library may, for important reasons, request the book return before the expiration of the borrowing period or at the time of the borrowing, may reserve
     an earlier date for its return.

Books not picked up within 5 days of their order are sent to the warehouse.
                                                                                              §22
The reader is responsible for the condition of the borrowed material and is liable for damages not disclosed during the picking up.
                                                                                             §23
In case of not returning of the book by the reader within the specified period, the Library shall apply the following sanctions:
1. blocking the account;
2. fee for late return of the book in accordance with the applicable price list;
3. periodic or total deprivation of the right to borrow;
4. demanding the return of the book through the judicial inquiry.
                                                                                              §24
1. The reader is committed to control the status of his library account. The admonition concerning the material return sent by the Library is informative.
2. Any disturbance in the delivery of reminders does not release the reader from the penalty for keeping the borrowed works longer then the borrowing
     period allows it.
3. The reader is liable for the cost of admonition mail sent by the Library.
