3. Sources of law : an idea of statute law versus case law.
4. General outline of Polish form of government : representative democracy v. an direct democracy.The Polish  parliament ( Sejm and Senate ) - positon , functions , and rules of activities .
5. Executive power in Poland : the president and cabinet. Rules directing the position and responsibilities of the president , role and activities of the Prime Minister, Council of Ministers and ministers.
6. The Judicial branch : courts and the administration of justice ;  the Constitutional Tribunal , Tribunal of state ( the impeachment procedure ).
7. Institutions beyond the limits of traditional separation of powers system.
