Regulations on the award and payment of scholarships for doctoral students,
financed from the Own Scholarship Fund Maria Curie-Skłodowska University in Lublin


I. Rules for applying for a scholarship from the Fund

§ 1
1. The Rector of UMCS announces the recruitment of applications for scientific scholarships for doctoral students (hereinafter referred to as scholarships) from the Own Scholarship Fund of the Maria Curie-Skłodowska University in Lublin (hereinafter referred to as the Fund) after the approval by the University Senate of the material and financial plan for the previous calendar year, however not later than November of a given calendar year. The announcement of the admission of applications forms is placed on the University's website.
2. The Fund Scholarships are awarded for the academic year, subject to para. 3, and may be paid once or in two instalments. The method of payment is determined by the Rector of UMCS in the announcement of the admission of the application forms.
3. The amount and the number of scholarships that can be awarded for scholarship holders, referred to in § 2, is determined every year by the Rector of UMCS, subject to paragraph 1 and given in the announcement about the application admission.
§ 2
1. Funds under the Fund shall be awarded separately for:
1) first-year doctoral students
2) senior doctoral students.
2. The type referred to in para. 1 point 1 is awarded to doctoral students who, in the year preceding the academic year in which the admissions for scholarship applications are announced, stood out in their scientific work, including: they have publications in scientific journals or participated in scientific conferences during which they gave papers or participated in projects research carried out by UMCS;


3. The type referred to in para. 1 point 2, is awarded to doctoral students who, in the year preceding the academic year in which the call for scholarship applications is announced:


1) commenced or implemented research financed from external grants, in particular from the Ministry of Science and Higher Education, NCN, NCBIR, etc. or from faculty grants;

stood out in scientific work, including: they possess reviewed publications in reputable publications and scientific journals or participated in scientific conferences of at least nationwide / international coverage, during which they gave papers / presented posters.

§ 3
A doctoral student may not apply for a scholarship from the Fund should they be:
1) staying on extension in the academic year in which recruitment for scholarships from the Fund is announced;
2) staying on extension in the academic year preceding the year of submitting the scholarship application.

§ 4
1. Doctoral candidates applying for a scholarship from the Fund shall submit the following documents:
1) the application, which constitutes Appendix 1 to the Regulation;
2) documents confirming the achievements referred to in § 2 para. 2 or 3 in particular: certificates confirming achievements, certificates, opinions of promoters / supervisors.
2. The doctoral student is obliged to present documents confirming achievements in Polish or English. In the case of documents prepared in other languages, the doctoral student shall attach to the application a translation made by a translator or a University employee confirmed by the signature and the job title.
3. Documents for compliance with the original can be confirmed by a notary public or an employee of the Office of Student Affairs of the UMCS Centre for Training and Study Services.
4. The scholarship application together with a set of documents confirming the achievements reported in the application, shall be submitted by the doctoral student to the Student Affairs Office on the dates indicated in the announcement of the admission of scholarship applications for the Fund.
5. Foreign Doctoral students may submit the documents referred to in para. 1, entirely in English.



§ 5
1. The administrative service of the Fund and the scholarship commission referred to in § 6 is run by the Office of Student Affairs of the Center for Training and Study Service.
2. The accounting service of the Fund is run by the Bursar of Maria Curie-Skłodowska University.


II. Procedure for establishing a scholarship commission

§ 6
1. The Rector appoints a scholarship committee responsible for assessing scholarship applications.
2. The evaluation of scholarship applications is made by a committee composed of:
1) Associate Rector competent for education - as the Chairman of the commission;
2) a representative of the Centre for Training and Study Services;
3) a representative of the Centre for Scientific Research;
4) a representative of the Centre for International Cooperation;
5) representative of the UMCS Doctoral Students' Union.
3. The scholarship commission is appointed for a given academic year and meets at proceedings.
4. The Rector of UMCS awards the scholarship selecting the best doctoral students based on the ranking of applicants for the scholarship determined through the competition procedure.
5. Representatives of administrative units shall be delegated by directors of these units. A representative of the Doctoral Student Union is delegated by the relevant body of the Doctoral Student Union.
6. The duties of the chairman of the committee include:
1) convening committee meetings;
2) conducting the committee's proceedings;
3) organization of the commission's work, including the appointment of a Secretary responsible for the preparation of the minutes of the competition procedure.

III. Procedure for granting scholarships from the Fund

§ 7


1. The scholarship commission carries out formal and substantive evaluation of scholarship applications.
2. In the event of formal errors in the application, the commission leaves the application without consideration having requested the applicant to complete it first.
3. After the completion of the formal assessment, the Committee shall determine, by resolution, the number of points possible to obtain for individual achievements.
4. In the case of obtaining the same number of points by doctoral students, the decision to award a scholarship to a specific person is left to the Rector.
5. A report is prepared on the conducted procedure along with the established rankings of doctoral candidates applying for a scholarship according to the number of points obtained. The protocol and short listed names are forwarded to the UMCS Rector by the Chairman of the Commission.
6. The Rector of UMCS, after having read the protocol and ranking, decides to award scholarships from the Fund.
7. The Rector's decision is final and there is no appeal against it.
8. The announcement of the results of the competition is posted on the UMCS website.
9. Doctoral candidates who have received a scholarship from the Fund are required to submit a Statement for tax purposes.
10. Foreign doctoral students who have received a scholarship from the Fund are required to submit an additional Tax Residence Certificate in Poland or their country of origin.
11. Scholarship payment instructions are signed by the Rector of UMCS.

§ 8
1. The Rector of UMCS may issue a decision to suspend the payment of the scholarship from the Fund, in the event of the following circumstances:
1) the scholarship holder fails to fulfil the obligations arising, depending on the form of education carried out by a given doctoral student, from the regulations of doctoral studies or doctoral school, in particular they will not receive the necessary credits allowing him to continue his education in a given academic year;
2) the scholarship holder will be punished by a disciplinary penalty on the basis of a final decision of the disciplinary commission for doctoral students;
3) the scholarship was granted on the basis of false or untrue certificates and statements.
2. The decision referred to in para. 1 shall be effective at the beginning of the month following the month in which it was issued.
 


IV. Final provisions

§ 9
1. At the meetings the associate rector responsible for education, once per academic year, presents at the relevant subject colleges information on the use of funds within the Fund on the basis of reports prepared by the UMCS Training and Service Centre.
2. The scholarship is granted irrespective of other scholarships and benefits, and does not limit the right of a doctoral student to apply for and receive other benefits under the Act on higher education and science and the provisions of the Act introducing this act.
3. In matters not covered by these Regulations, the provisions of the Law on higher education and science as well as internal regulations of UMCS shall apply.
4. The regulations enter into force on October 1, 2019.
