The provisions of the Public Procurement Law of 29 January 2004 (Journal of Laws of 2019, item 1843) shall not apply to this competition. The said competition is not a design contest within the meaning of Articles 110 through 127 of the Act. 
I. THE SUBJECT MATTER OF SALE 
1. The subject matter of the competition is the sale of  a set of three rights to obtain an exclusive right to

3) Application number P.429878 (Patent Office of the Republic of Poland) 2019 i PCT/IB2020/054372 (World Intellectual Property Organization - WIPO) „Device for analysing waxes”. Inventors: Pietrow M., Gagoś M., Wawryszczuk J.
and the knowledge undisclosed to the public (know-how) which constitutes the Organiser's secret, jointly entailing technology of production of a device for analysing beeswax quality
4. The detailed description of the subject-matter of the competition is appended to this Call for Bids as Appendix 1. 
5. The devices which are the subject-matter of the competition are the subject of full rights vested in the Maria Skłodowska-Curie University in Lublin which is entitled to commercialise the patents, including to enter into agreements.
6.  The ask price for the subject-matter of the competition is PLN 730,000.00 net (say: seven hundred and thirty thousand zloty) increased by VAT at a currently applicable rate. 
II.  ASSESSMENT OF BIDS
1. Bidders who wish to take part in the competition is obliged to pay a bid security deposit of   PLN 10,000.00 (say: ten thousand zloty 00/100), before the time limit for submitting bids expires.
2. The bid security deposit shall be paid in PLN by transfer to the Organiser's bank account; mBank S.A. o/Lublin No. 98 1140 1094 0000 2905 1600 1075; SWIFT code: BREXPLPWLUB with a title: “A bid security deposit to the bid for the purchase of rights to obtain three exclusive rights (enter the procedure name and case reference number). The payment of the bid security deposit in PLN is deemed effective upon crediting the funds to the Organiser's bank account before the expiration of the time limit for submitting bids (e.g. before the date and time defined as the deadline for submitting bids).
3. The bid security deposit of the bidder selected in the competition procedure will be retained if such bidder refuses to sign the agreement. 
4. The bid security deposit paid by bidders will be refunded within 14 days, respectively
a. to the selected bidder after concluding the agreement, 
b. the other competition participants, after the selection of the most advantageous bid.
5. The organiser shall evaluate the bids on the basis of the price criterion defined in Chapter III of this Call for Bids. 
6. The Organiser shall inform the bidders on the result of the competition. 
7. The Organiser will reject a bid  
1) with a price lower than the one defined in Chapter I, Clause 6.
2) which is not signed by a person authorised to act on behalf of the Bidder, 
3) which is submitted after the time limit expires, 
4) which is submitted by a bidder in respect of which bankruptcy proceedings are pending or bankruptcy order has been issued,
5) which is submitted by a bidder which failed to pay in the bid security deposit. 
III. BID ASSESSMENT CRITERIA: 
1. The most advantageous bid shall be the one with the highest price meeting the Organiser's requirements. 
IV. DOCUMENTS TO BE ATTACHED TO THE BID TO CONFIRM THAT THE CONDITIONS APPLICABLE TO BIDDERS HAVE BEEN MET
1. Bid form according to the model document attached as Appendix 2 - bid form. 
2. Proof of payment of the bid security deposit referred to in Chapter II, Clause 1.
3. The current official copy from the relevant register (KRS - National Court Register) or a print-out from the Central Business Activity Registration and Information Service (CEIDG) or defining the access to such official copies in electronic form on a website with a generally accessible database where the Organised may download the aforementioned documents independently.
4. Bidders from outside the territory of the Republic of Poland are obliged to produce relevant documents with their translation into Polish.
V. Time limit for submitting bids
1. Bidders shall submit their bids by June 9th 2020, 1:00 p.m., in line with the principles defined below. 
VI. DESCRIPTION OF THE METHOD FOR PREPARING THE BID
1. Bidders may only submit one bid according to the requirements defined in these Terms and Conditions of the Competition. 
2. The price of the bid may not be lower than the ask price defined in Chapter I Clause 4. 
3. Bidders are obliged to cover any costs related to preparing and submitting their bids, notwithstanding the results of the procedure.
4. The bid should be signed by a person (persons) authorised to represent the Bidder, according to the registration documents of the entity, or by a person holding a relevant power of attorney  authorising this act in law, granted by a person (persons) authorised to represent the entity. All attachments to the bids which include statements should also be signed by an authorised representative. If the power to submit a bid does not arise from registration documents, the bid should be supplemented by a Power of Attorney filed in the form of a copy certified by an authorised person (persons). 
5. The said copy will be deemed a valid document if a statement “certified to be a true copy” together with signatures of  person (persons) authorised to represent the bidder is placed at each page of the copy.
6. The Bidder should place the bid in a sealed envelope (package) in a way which does not allow to read the contents of the bid without damaging the package. 7. If the envelope/package is addressed incorrectly, the Organiser will not be held liable for directing the letter to another address or opening the bid before the set date.  Such bid will be excluded from the proceedings.
8. The Bidder is entitled to withdraw the bid before the time limit for submitting bids expires, by sending a notice in an envelope marked by the word “Withdrawal.” Envelopes with the aforementioned marking will be opened first, after confirming that the bidder has acted in compliance with the set procedure and that the details provided correspond to those placed on the envelope of the bid being withdrawn. Envelopes with withdrawn bids will not be opened.
9. The Bidder, no later than on the bid submission deadline, may state that its trade secret, within the meaning of legal regulations on counteracting unfair competition, is proprietary information. Any pieces of information which constitute trade secret,  and which the Bidder indicates as proprietary information, should be attached to the bid in a separate packaging,  in a way which allows to separate them easily, and labelled by the following notice: “Information constituting trade secret - do not disclose to other participants of the proceedings”. The page numbers should be consistent with the numbering of the bid pages.
10. Remarks on the form of the submitted documents.
1) Form templates should be completed in line with the guidelines defined in the Call for Bids. The Organiser does not allow any modifications to the contents of the attached forms.
2) If a copy of a document is illegible or raises doubts as to the authenticity of the document, the Organiser may request the original documents or a notarised copy of such document.
VII. ADDITIONAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE PROCEEDINGS
1. The Organiser will appoint a Competition Committee to carry out the competition proceedings. 
2. The Bidder may request clarifications in the matter of the proceedings from the Organiser by writing at the email address biznes@umcs.pl. The Organiser will answer the queries sent by the Bidders no later than within 5 days prior to the bid submission deadline. If the request for clarifications is sent after the aforementioned time limit, the Organiser may choose to answer such query or resign from responding to the request. 
3. The Organiser will publish contents of clarifications on its website in a tab

4. The bids will be valid for 30 days of the bid submission deadline.
5. It is agreed that the Bidder submitting a bid will be bound by it for 30 days. The bid validity period runs from the bid submission deadline.
6. The Organiser may extend the bid validity period. No later than 3 days before the end of the bid validity date, the Organiser may request the Bidder's consent to extend the validity period by a specified time, however it should not be longer than 30 days. 
7. The extension of the bid validity period is allowed with the extension of the validity period of bid security deposits for the duration of the extended bid validity period. If the bid validity period is made after the most advantageous bid is selected, the obligation to extend bid security deposit validity is only applicable to the Bidder who submitted the most advantageous bid.
8. The refusal to extend the bid validity period shall not result in the loss of the bid security deposit.
9. The Organiser reserves the right to 
1) annul the competition without stating the grounds for doing so, 
2) request the Bidder to make clarifications as to the contents of the bid and the documents which are an integral part of the bid, and request that the Bidder supplement any documents confirming that the conditions for participating in the competition have been met. 
10. At the same time the Competition organiser informs the bidders that 
1) the Bidders are not entitled to file any claims on account of rejecting their bids and not selecting their bids, 
2) the Organiser will not return to the Bidders any documents submitted as part of this competition,

The subject of the patent applications is the design of a portable electro-mechanical device for wax analysis, e.g. analysis of beeswax for the presence of added impurities. 
The device facilitates a fast and relatively inexpensive determination of wax quality, in particular the quality of beeswax tested for the presence of artificial admixtures and the assessment of its usefulness, in particular in bee-keeping. The device which has been manufactured on the basis of patent applications is a prototype which helps demonstrate the operating principle to potential buyers and its accuracy in the determination of similarities between the tested small sample of selected wax and the reference wax.
The operating principle of the device was described in three patent applications owned by UMCS. The inventors are members of the university staff. The design process consisted in creating a system that penetrates directly into the sample and allows to obtain information on its physical properties, which allows to establish a similarity to natural wax. 
The scale of adulteration of beeswax: As early as 1950s a close interrelation was found between the quality of wax used for the production of comb foundation with the quantity of the brood, and thus the strength of bee colonies. The problem has been marginalised. However, the observations seem very topical, especially in the light of the report by EC Directorate General for Health and Food Safety of 2018 (Report European Commission 2018), in which it was shown that the adulteration of beeswax with stearin, paraffin and palm oil has a negative effect on bee colonies. It was shown that the content of stearic acid in the comb foundation which is higher by 15-35% than its concentration in natural wax, results in the dying out of as many as 70% of the larvae bread in combs built on such foundation (Report European Commission 2018).
In the view of the authors of the patent applications, adulteration of beeswax can be considered one of the causes of CCD (Colony Collapse Disorder) in addition to other numerous underlying factors, including the use of plant protection products, various diseases and bee-keeping methods. 
The issue still has not been studied in detail, and the scarce data on the influence of adulteration of the comb foundation with stearin for the biology of bee colonies can only be found in the European Commission Report(2018). Some studies were carried out on the impact of paraffin. No negative effect of the paraffin content in the comb foundation on the survival rate of the brood was found. 
The issue of adulteration is also significant because beeswax, right after honey, is one of the most important bee products used not only in bee-keeping, but also in other industries (paint production, arms, metallurgical, pharmaceutical and cosmetic industries). The shortage of beeswax, both intended for use in apiculture and in other industries, has been steadily progressing over the recent years. This affects the price of wax. The economic conditions, the deficit in raw material and its high price contribute to the dynamic reduction of wax quality. This is because cheaper substances are added to the beeswax, such as, foreign hydrocarbons (paraffin), stearin, tallow or palm oil. 
Adulteration of beeswax has become widespread as there are no procedures for mandatory routine inspections of the quality of wax, as a raw material introduced to the market.  Studies by Bogdanov (2016), and Svečnjak et al. (2015) provided alarming data on this issue. The awareness of the problem is raising, and there is a need to control the beeswax available on the market.
The objective of the study which we published was the assessment of the impact of adulteration of comb foundation with stearin and paraffin on the survival rate of brood in combs built on such foundation.
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Fig. 1 The scattered brood pattern characteristic of foundation adultered with stearin, with brood in combs built on the foundation with a 10, 30 and 50% stearin content. 
The device is mainly targeted at the bee-keeping circles, because due to the widespread adulteration of beeswax, it seems that there is a demand for a method which can facilitate the differentiation between natural and modified wax in a fast and cheap way. Furthermore,  beeswax is a product which is extensively applied in cosmetics and pharmaceutical industries, which further expands the group of persons interested in the purchase of the proposed device. 
Competition: Currently applied methods of the assessment of wax quality include the organoleptic evaluation (highly ineffective) or analysis using gas chromatography combined with GC-MS mass spectrometry, FTIR infrared spectroscopy, DSC scanning calorimetry. These are expensive methods and require the supply of samples to laboratories where the testing equipment is located. The GC-MS test is often used to determine the wax quality by showing the total quantity of saturated hydrocarbons in a sample which is then compared to a reference standard value specified for natural wax. The cost of the test is PLN 300  per one sample (which is roughly the price of 10kg of beeswax in a purchasing centre). Given the  substantial cost of the test, it is rarely performed, and it is particularly inaccessible to small-scale beeswax producers.
The advantage of the proposed analysis method is a small cost of testing, which includes the price of the device, a relatively short measurement time (a few minutes) and the possibility to use a small, portable device for the measurements.
The proposed device will allow a simple control of wax quality or wax products (comb foundation), for example at purchasing centres, and consequently will contribute to improving the condition of bee colonies and help reduce loss in honey production arising from improper comb foundation drawn out by bees or its flowing down.
The cost of production of the device (prototype) per one item, in accordance with internal UMCS procedures is maximum PLN 1500 gross.

§2 Representations and warranties of the Parties
1. The Seller represents that

2) the exclusive Inventors of the Inventions are prof. dr hab. Mariusz Gagoś, dr Marek Pietrow and dr Jan Wawryszczuk and the Inventions have not had any previous industrial applications;
3) the Seller effectively acquired from the Inventors the right to obtain patents for the Inventions and is entitled to dispose of them;
4) the Seller filed Patent Applications concerning the Inventions as part of the domestic procedure with the Patent Office of the Republic of Poland (UPRP) and as part of international  procedure under PCT with the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) under the application numbers defined in § 1 hereof, and paid all fees on that account; patent specifications of the Inventions and Patent Applications are attached to this Agreement as Appendices 1-3;
5) the Seller acquired from the Inventors the know-how, undisclosed to the public, which jointly constitutes a set of information about the design of the device for analysing the quality of beeswax with the use of Inventions, and is entitled to hand over the said know-how to the Buyer under this Agreement; the know-how is attached hereto as appendix 4;
6) the rights to obtain patents vested in the Seller are not encumbered by third-party rights or claims, and are not the subject of enforcement proceedings or proceedings to secure claims;
7) as at the date of entering into this Agreement, the Seller has not assigned any right to obtain patents to any third parties, or has not authorised third parties to use the Patent Applications under licence agreements or other similar instruments;
8) represents that, in the scope of a contractual obligation imposed on the Buyer under § 2(2)(3) of the Agreement, the Seller grants to the Buyer a non-exclusive licence, free of charge and for an indefinite term, to place the UMCS logo on the manufactured devices, together with the rights to grant further licences (sublicense) to third parties, covering the same scope; The Seller undertakes to hand over the UMCS logo in the form of a graphic digital file.
2. The Buyer represents that:
1) The Buyer has the knowledge of the Inventions, Know-how and Patent Applications in the extent which allows to make a decision on entering into this Agreement, and independently assessed the economic value, applicability, effectiveness, and expediency of the Inventions in their business activities; 
2) on entering the agreement the Buyer has not relied on any statements, assurances or guaranties of the Seller in respect of Patent Applications, other than the representations and warranties included in Par. 1 above and Par. 3 below;  
3) the Buyer undertakes to place information that the devices were produced on the basis of inventions developed at the Maria Curie-Skłodowska University in Lublin on the devices manufactured by the Buyer or by any third party under an agreement based on the know-how and the Inventions, and in information materials describing the devices, together with the UMCS logo, the template of which is defined in Appendix 5 to this Agreement.
3. The patent Applications refer to novel technologies and solutions being the subject of research and development activities, and their industrial application may be the source of substantial benefits. However, the application poses a risk arising from the advancement level of the research and the current level of knowledge and state of the art. Given the above, the Seller may only be held accountable for the accuracy of the representations included in Par. 1 above. In the remaining scope the Parties mutually agree to hold the Seller harmless against any claims related to potential defects of the Patent Applications.
§3 The Subject-matter of the Agreement
1. Under the terms defined herein and in return for a consideration defined in § 4(1) of this Agreement, the Seller shall hand over the Know-how and transfer to the Buyer the right to obtain patents for the Inventions included in the Patent Applications pursuant to Par. 2 below.
2. The Seller shall transfer to the Buyer the rights to obtain Patents for Inventions referred to in Par. 1 above, upon the payment by the by the Buyer of the full amount of remuneration defined in § 4(1) hereof. The Buyer shall acquire the rights to use the Inventions and the Know-how handed over under this Agreement only after the full payment of contractual remuneration is made. 
3. The transfer of rights to use the patents to the Buyer and the hand-over of Know-how shall not refer to or limit the rights of the Inventors arising from applicable legal regulations. 
4. Immediately upon transferring the rights to obtain patents to the Buyer, the Buyer, using its own resources, will take relevant actions aimed at disclosing the change of the applicant / entity entitled to Inventions in the patent registry maintained by the Patent Office of the Republic of Poland and the World Intellectual Property Organization. Where necessary for the purpose of disclosing the change, at the request of the Buyer, the Seller shall submit a relevant statement confirming that the conditions precedent have been met, and the rights have been definitively transferred to the Buyer.

If the Buyer defaults in the payment of the remuneration referred to in Par. 1 above, the Seller may set a reasonable additional payment date, subject to the condition that the Seller will be entitled to withdraw from the Agreement for reasons attributable to the Buyer if the set additional time limit expires and the Buyer fails to make the payment. 
4. The Seller represents that it is an active VAT payer.
5. The Buyer represents that it is an active VAT payer.
6. In the event of delays in the payment of the remuneration referred to in Par. 1 above, the Seller is entitled to charge statutory interest for the delay.
§5 Liability
1. Under the Agreement the Seller is not obliged to perform any actions for the Buyer in relation to the industrial application or implementation of the Inventions in the Buyer's operations. Such actions may be the subject-matter of a separate agreement between the Buyer and the Seller.
2. The Seller is not obliged to make any assurances or warranties, and cannot be held liable towards the Buyer on account of the applicability of the Inventions for the Buyer’s purposes, the effectiveness of their application, implementation or the economic effects of the Buyer's use of the Inventions. 
3. The Parties mutually agree that if the patents for the Inventions are not granted to the Buyer on the basis of the Patent Applications or the patents for the inventions are later invalidated by the Patent Office of the Republic of Poland or the World Intellectual Property Organization, the Seller shall be held harmless against any claims by the Buyer, and the Buyer shall not be entitled to any compensation, including special damages or compensation for loss of profit, or to the refund of remuneration paid hereunder.
4. The Seller shall not be held liable for any damage sustained by the Buyer or any third parties in relation to using the Inventions based on the Patent Applications, excluding any damage which can be attributable solely to the Seller.
5. As regards the properties of the Patent Applications, the Seller shall only be responsible for the accuracy of representations listed in §2(1) and (3) of this Agreement.
§ 6 Contractual penalties
1. The Parties mutually agree that for each identified instance of the Buyer’s breach of the obligations defined in §2(2)(3) of this Agreement, the Seller is entitled to charge to the Buyer a contractual penalty of PLN 10,000.00 (say:  ten thousand zloty).
2. The Parties mutually agree that for each identified instance of the Buyer’s breach of the obligations defined in §3(2) of this Agreement, the Seller is entitled to charge to the Buyer a contractual penalty of PLN 50.000,00 (say: fifty thousand zloty).
3. The Parties mutually agree that for each identified instance of the Buyer’s breach of the obligations defined in §4(3) of this Agreement, the Seller is entitled to charge to the Buyer a contractual penalty of 100.000,00 (say: hundred thousand zloty).
4. The Seller reserves the right to claim compensation in the amount exceeding the value of the contractual penalties.
§7 Final provisions
1. Any supplementations and modifications hereto shall not be valid unless in writing.
2. Should any part of this Agreement be deemed invalid, the remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. The parties will hold negotiations in good faith to replace the invalid provisions with legally binding provisions in accordance with the original intentions of the Parties expressed in the invalid provisions.
3. The headings of Clauses included in the contents of this Agreement are of informative nature only, included for convenience and reference purposes only, and shall not be construed as forming part of this Agreement. 
4. This Agreement shall be governed by Polish law, and the Parties mutually agree that any disputes between the parties arising from the execution or performance of the Agreement shall first be resolved amicably, and where this is not possible, such disputes shall be resolved by a common court of justice with a jurisdiction over the Seller’s registered office.
5. The Parties state that their mailing addresses are consistent with the addresses set out in the presentation of the Parties. The parties undertake to inform the other Party of any changes to their mailing address, whereas any correspondence sent to the most recent address of the other Party shall be deemed as duly served.
