7. Description of tender preparation:
1) The tender must be submitted as a scan of the written form and must be signed by the person(s) authorised to act on behalf of the Economic Operator: a scan of the completed and signed tender form complying with the model of the tender form constituting Appendix No. 2 to the Invitation.

2) A tender should be signed by a person(s) authorised to act on behalf of the Economic Operator (a power of attorney should be attached to the tender, in accordance with the requirements of the Civil Code). All appendices to the tender, being statements, power of attorney, should also be signed by an authorised representative of the Economic Operator. The scope of the entrepreneur's representation must result from the company's registration documents.

3) All pages of the offer, as well as the places where the Economic Operator has made changes, should be initialled by the person signing the offer.

8. Description of how the tender  price is calculated:
The gross price quoted in the tender should include all costs and components related to the execution of the contract and the conditions set by the Purchaser.
9. Tender evaluation criteria:
1) The criterion for the selection of the offer is the price of 100%.
2) The most advantageous tender will be the one with the lowest price and meeting the requirements of the Contracting Authority.
10. If the Economic Operator, whose tender has been selected, refuses to perform the contract, the Contracting Authority may select the most advantageous tender from among the remaining tenders.

12. The Contracting Authority reserves the right not to award the contract, without incurring any legal or financial consequences.
