§ 4

1. For the correct performance of the activities specified in § 1, the Parties agree for the Contractor gross remuneration payable on a one-off basis (lump sum) for carrying out one dissertation advisory in the amount of PLN ................................. gross (in words:............................................... .................................................. gross zlotys).

2. The above amount is in accordance with the provisions of generally applicable law and internal acts of UMCS.

3. The remuneration will be paid after the activities have been performed and collected by the Principal and on the basis of the bill submitted by the Contractor.

4. The receipt of the order shall be deemed completed upon confirmation of the performance of the activities by the Principal (the person indicated by the Principal) on the bill issued by the Contractor.

5. The payment of the remuneration will take place within ...... days, but not earlier than on the date of payment of remuneration on this account in force at the Principal, to the bank account No..........................................................……………………………………….

6. The Contractor is obliged to submit a written statement for insurance and tax purposes, otherwise there will be negative financial and legal consequences.

7. In certain cases, the Principal will make a deduction from the remuneration of income tax and contributions for social security and health insurance in accordance with the applicable law.

8. The contractor bears the costs of executing the order. In the case of performing the ordered activities at the Principal's premises, the costs related to the performance of the order shall be borne by the Principal.
§ 5

The Contractor may not entrust the performance of the activities covered by this contract to a third party without the written consent of the Principal. The Contractor is obliged to apply for consent to entrust the duties to a third party at least 14 days in advance.
§ 6

If the performed activities require additions and corrections, the Contractor undertakes to perform additional activities within the prescribed period within the remuneration specified in § 4 of this contract.
§ 7

The Contractor declares that (underline as appropriate):

1) is an employee of UMCS employed on the basis of an employment contract or appointment,

2) is employed outside UMCS,

3) is a pensioner,

4) is a student up to the age of 26 (a student of a secondary school) and is not employed under an employment contract at UMCS,

5) is a doctoral student,

6) is unemployed,

7) the contract will not be performed as part of non-agricultural business activity.
§ 8

1. In the event of the Contractor's failure to comply with the terms of this contract, the Principal shall have the right to unilaterally terminate the contract and demand that the Contractor cover the resulting damages and losses without calling.

2. In the event of termination of the contract before the expiry of the term for which it was concluded, the Contractor is entitled to a remuneration calculated proportionally for activities properly performed until the date of termination of the contract and collected by the Principal.
§ 9
1. In connection with the performance of the subject of the contract, the Principal authorizes the Contractor to access information and personal data, the administrator of which is the Principal to the extent and for the purpose necessary for the proper performance of the order.

2. The Contractor is obliged to perform the ordered activities with due diligence, as well as to secure and keep secret - both during the term of the contract and after its termination - all information and personal data, which are not public, to which they will gain access in connection with implementation of entrusted tasks.

3. The Contractor is responsible for the processing of personal data and the application - resulting from legal provisions, in particular Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council of the European Union 2016/679 of 27 April 2016 on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data and the repeal of Directive 95/46 / EC (GDPR) - the necessary requirements to protect the data in question, to which they will gain access in connection with the implementation of the entrusted tasks against unauthorized access, unjustified modification or destruction, illegal disclosure or acquisition, to the extent appropriate to the obligations related to the processing of the data in question. They are also obliged to compensate for the violation of the principles of information and personal data processing in the event of their occurrence.
4. The Principal has the right to control the manner in which the ordered tasks are performed and the processing of personal data to which the Contractor will gain access.
§ 10
The Principal undertakes to fulfil the obligations arising from Art. 304 of the Labour Code, and the Contractor undertakes to comply with the principles of health and safety at work under Art. 3041 of the Labour Code.
§ 11

Any changes to this contract shall be made in writing under pain of nullity.
§ 12
In matters not covered by this contract, the provisions of the Civil Code shall apply.
§ 13
Any disputes will be resolved by the court having jurisdiction over the client.

Information for the data subject:
Maria Curie-Skłodowska University in Lublin with headquarters at Pl. Marii Curie - Skłodowskiej 5, 20-031 Lublin (hereinafter: UMCS) informs that the data collected in connection with the conclusion of the contract will be processed only for the purpose of the contract.
