2. The Contractor may not entrust the performance of its obligations to another person.

3. The Contractor guarantees a high level of implementation of the subject of the Agreement.

§ 2

For the performance of the work, the Contractor is entitled to remuneration in the amount of .......................... PLN gross, payable within .......... ..... days, but not earlier than on the date of payment of remuneration on this account in force at the Ordering Party, using 20% of tax deductible costs, payable to the account ................................................... …………………………… ..
§ 3
1. In connection with the performance of the subject of the contract, the Ordering Party authorizes the Contractor to access information and personal data, the administrator of which is the Ordering Party, to the extent and for the purpose necessary for the proper performance of the work. The authorization is valid during the term of the contract and the performance of the work.

2. The Contractor is obliged to perform the work with due diligence, as well as security and secrecy regarding - both during the term of the contract and after its termination - all information and personal data, which are not public, to which they will gain access in connection with performance of the contract.

3. The Contractor is responsible for the processing of personal data and the application - resulting from legal provisions, in particular the Regulations of the European Parliament and the Council of the European Union 2016/679 of 27 April 2016 on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46 / EC (GDPR) - necessary requirements to protect the data in question to which they gain access in connection with the implementation of entrusted tasks against unauthorized access, unjustified modification or destruction, illegal disclosure or acquisition, to the extent appropriate to the obligations related to the processing of the data in question. They are also obliged to compensate for the violation of the principles of information and personal data processing in the event of their occurrence.

4. The Ordering Party has the right to control the way the contract is performed and the processing of personal data to which the Contractor will gain access.
§ 4
Any changes to this contract shall be made in writing under pain of nullity.
§ 5
In matters not covered by this agreement, the provisions of the Civil Code shall apply.
§ 6
Any disputes will be settled by the court having jurisdiction over the Ordering Party.

Information for the data subject:
Maria Curie-Skłodowska University in Lublin with headquarters at Pl. Marii Curie - Skłodowskiej 5, 20-031 Lublin (hereinafter: UMCS) informs that the data collected in connection with the conclusion of the contract will be processed only for the purpose of the contract.

Providing data in the scope resulting from the documents related to the conclusion of the contract and included in the contract itself is voluntary, but necessary to achieve the purpose of processing, without providing data, the conclusion of the contract is impossible. The basis for data processing is the fact that processing is necessary to perform the contract to which the data subject is a party or to take action before its conclusion (Article 6 (1) (b) of the General Data Protection Regulation / GDPR).

Pursuant to Art. 15-21 and art. 77 of the general regulation on the protection of personal data, the data subject has the right to access data, rectify it and - in the cases provided for by law - remove or limit processing, object to data processing, as well as submit a complaint to the supervisory body. The collected data will not be sold or made available to third parties, except for those authorized under the law, will not be transferred to third countries or international organizations, contrary to the provisions of the general regulation on the protection of personal data, will not be based on decisions made in a manner automated, they will also not be profiled.

The data will be processed by UMCS during the term of the contract, and after that time for archival purposes, in accordance with the law and UMCS procedures, as well as for the purposes and for the period and to the extent required by law to secure any claims.
