§ 4
1. The Parties establish gross remuneration for the Contractor for the correct execution of the activities specified in § 1, paid monthly, according to an hourly rate amounting to PLN …………… (in words: PLN………………………………………………).
2. The maximum number of hours for performing the activities throughout the duration of the agreement shall not exceed: …………………………

4. The Contractor shall be obliged to register the monthly number of hours of performing the agreement in writing, and the entity drawing up the agreement shall be obliged to store the above ?document.
5. Payment shall take place on the basis of a bill for the previous calendar month submitted by the Contractor. 

6. The Contractor shall be obliged to immediately deliver the bill, but not later than until the 3rd day of the month following the month for which the remuneration is due.

9. The Contractor shall be obliged to submit a written statement, for insurance and tax purposes, or negative financial and legal effects will ensue.
10. In certain cases, the Client shall deduct the remuneration from income tax and contributions for social and health insurance, according to valid regulations.

§5
The Contractor cannot delegate the performance of the agreement to any third party without the Client's written consent.
§6
If the activities are not performed or are performed improperly by the Contractor, the Contractor shall be obliged to perform the ordered activities or improve their performance within 14 days from the date of stating these irregularities, as part of the remuneration specified in § 4 of this agreement.
§7
The Contractor declares that (underline as appropriate):
1) the Contractor is an employee of UMCS employed on the basis of an employment agreement or appointment,
2) the Contractor is employed outside UMCS,
3) the Contractor is a pensioner/disability pensioner,
4) the Contractor is a student younger than 26 (a secondary school student) and is not employed on the basis of an employment agreement at UMCS,
5) the Contractor is a PhD candidate,
6) the Contractor is an unemployed person,
7) the agreement shall not be executed as part of non-agricultural business operations.
§8
1. If the terms of this agreement are not met by the Contractor, the Client shall have the right to unilaterally terminate the agreement and request the Contractor to cover damage and losses resulting on this account without the need to notify.
2. Should the agreement be terminated before the expiry of the period for which it was concluded, the Contractor shall be entitled to compensation for activities correctly performed until the termination of the agreement and accepted by the Client.
§9
1. In connection with the execution of the object of the agreement, the Client shall authorize the Contractor to access personal information and data administered by the Client to the extent and for the purpose necessary to properly perform the activities.
2. The Contractor shall be obliged to perform the ordered activities with due diligence, as well as to protect and keep confidential - both throughout the agreement's duration and after its cessation - any personal information and data, not being public, to which the Contractor has gained access in connection with the performance of entrusted tasks.
3. The Contractor shall bear liability on account of processing personal data and the application of necessary requirements to protect the concerned data to which the Contractor has gained access in connection with the performance of entrusted tasks - resulting from legal regulations, in particular from the Polish Act on Personal Data Protection and secondary legislation - against unauthorized access, unjustified modification or destruction, illegal disclosure or acquisition, to the extent relevant to the obligations related to the processing of the concerned data. The Contractor shall also be obliged to repair damage for the violation of the principles of processing personal information and data, should such situation take place.
4. The Client shall have the right to control how the ordered tasks are being performed and how personal data to which the Contractor has gained access is processed.
